Late Pick-Up Policy

Students are required to be picked up by 3:45 PM, unless they are participating in our after-care program or an 
extracurricular activity starting at 3:45 PM or earlier. Even if they have siblings in clubs or athletics, students must 
either be picked up or supervised outside by a parent/guardian. If a student is still on campus and not engaged in a 
club or athletics by 3:45 PM, the student must wait in the front office until picked up. The late fee for pick-up after 
3:45 PM is $10 for the first minute and $1 per minute thereafter. The same late fee applies to those picking up 
students late from any extracurricular activity ending after 3:45 PM. If a student is picked up late on two or more 
occasions during the school year, they will be unenrolled from the activity.
